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Need for NCJW Volunteers Grows

The Goose Hollow Family Shelter, founded in 1994, provides a safe and welcoming place
for homeless families to stay at night from 6:30 pm to 7:30 am. There they have a place to sleep, shower,
use laundry facilities, enjoy a nutritious dinner and a light breakfast.

Until 2009, the shelter, located in the First United Methodist Church located at SW 18" and Jefferson, like
other shelters in the Multnomah County winter shelter network, operated for six months of the year i Novem-
ber through April.

Last fall NCIJW presented a $10,000 check from the Hilda Drum bequest fund to enable the shelter to stay
open for one more month. Then, in the spring, the county announced it would pay for an eighth month, so
the shelter was open through June, 2010.

This year, Goose Hollow opened its doors on September 15 and anticipates a full year of operation.

NCJW volunteers play a key role in the Goose Hollow program by once a month preparing meals in their
homes and then serving them to about 24 shelter guests. Volunteers frequently express satisfaction in
knowing they are doing something for people suffering through these difficult times.

Beyond being a meal provider, volunteers can serve as a kid time host, a a helping hand, or an overnight
host.
